Tree Climbing—get a bird’s eye view as you dangle from the branches of a tree 
safely tethered by a rope and harness! Choose the height of your ascent and swing 
aloft, walk on a branch or lounge in a hammock. This a great experience which pro-
motes self-reliance, healthy decision making skills, and a sense of adventure. 
 
Low Challenge Course—encounter a series of physical challenges and mental obsta-
cles with boards, platforms and ropes. Pathfinder staff assess the needs and help 
create goals. Guided discussions help identify individual strengths, reaffirm problem
-solving techniques, and develop leadership and collaboration skills. 
 
The Foundation—team building activities and icebreakers are fun ways to get to 
know each other better, work with different people, create positive relationships, 
test leadership skills, understand group dynamics, and laugh together. 
 
The Beast—what if you had to accurately build something that you had never seen? 
Boost observation, listening, and communications skills by replicating a “beast” 
seen by only one member of the group...but must be built by the rest of the group. 
 
Pathfinder CSI—reassemble an animal skeleton and learn a bit of forensic science as 
you uncover clues to determine the cause of this animal’s death. An active discus-
sion about conservation issues surrounding endangered species ignites ideas about 
what you can do to help.
